	INTRODUCTION


The rally “Latvijai 2012” will be run in compliance with the International Sporting Code of FIA (further – the FIA Code); the National Sporting Code of LAF General part (further – the LAF Code); the Latvian Rally General Regulations; the Regulations of the Latvian Rally Championship and Cup 2012 and it’s additions; regulatory documents of the LAF Rally Commission; the Regulations of the Latvian Open Rallysprint Championship and Cup 2012 and it’s additions; regulatory documents of the LAF Standard cars commission (SAC); the Regulations of the NEZ Championship; the FIA technical regulations of international groups and classes; the LAF technical regulations of national groups and classes, the SAC technical regulations; the NEZ technical regulations and the road traffic regulations of the Republic of Latvia (other than in closed road sections) and in compliance with these Supplementary Regulations (further – the Regulations of the rally “Latvija 2012”) of the rally “Latvija 2012”. Changes to these Regulations will be announced to all crews by numbered and dated bulletins issued by the Organizer or Stewards.
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Regulations are published in Latvian, English and Russian versions. In case of difference decisive is the Latvian version of these Regulations.

	3.ENTRIES


3.1. Opening date of entries: 31.08. 

Properly completed and signed application form (Annex 5) should be sent by e-mail: rallijs@laf.lv or fax +371 67551465 and must reach the Organizer not later than at 21.09.18:00. If competitor has sent the entry form to the Organizer, but will not take part in this rally, he must to inform the Organizer in writing form. Otherwise rally commission of LAF will be informed about that for penalizing. 

If the entry form is sent by fax or e-mail, the original entry form with a relevant payment document or a letter of guarantee must reach the Organizer at the latest the moment of receiving of reconnaissance documents.
Details concerning the co-driver could be specified at administrative check of crew.

3.2. The rally is open for every physical or legal entity holding a valid competitor’s license issued by LAF, EU ASN’s or FIA NEZ zone ASN’s competitor’s license.

The entry application will be accepted only if it will be accompanied by a total amount of the entry fee.

Signing of the entry means that the participant allows to the Organizer to publish the declared information in their media channels and press information. 

3.3. Maximum number of the entries in the rally will be – 75 ROAD - 30. In case if the Organizer will receive more entries, crews will be selected by opinion of the Organizer.

It is allowed to participate in the rally for cars of rally groups A, N and R according to the FIA Code Appendix J, and also for cars of national groups that comply with the requirements of the LAF national technical regulations, which are then divided in classification groups and classes in accordance with the technical regulations and the Regulations of the Championship and cup contest, cars according to the requirements of National Championships of NEZ countries.
Note: Only in the NEZ Championship is allowed participation with cars, which are prepared by the technical rules, or used the fuel, as allowed in a national championship with applicable regulations. If compliance with this car or fuel use is contrary to the provisions of the Latvian Championship, then this car does not participate in any other group of the rally.
In the rallysprint is allowed to participate with any brand of car that meets the Road traffic rules and LAF SCC technical rules for particular car’s group. The entrant can start at the same time in the rally and in the rallysprint according to technical regulation of each Championship and Cup.

If a participant wants to take simultaneous in the rally and in the rallysprint, he or she should have participated in one or several events of the Rallysprint Championship, 2012 in groups "1.6", "4WD", "4WD OPEN", "2WD OPEN". (If a crew participate in combined events of the Rally and the Rallysprint Championship a crew can take points in only one of the Championships according to the paragraph 5.1.6. of the Regulations of the Rallysprint Championship).

3.4.2. In the rally “Latvija 2012” can participate crews who has paid entree fee instead the donation 300 LVL + 63 (VAT 21%) in total - 363.00 LVL. 3.4.3. In the Rally "Latvija 2012” is allowed to participate in the separate category of “"Užavas bear Rally Cup". In this category participate only rear-wheel drive vehicles, which are divided into folowing groups:

- with an engine capacity up to 2000cm3

- with an engine capacity exceeding 2000cm3.

The participants of this category take full rally route and shall abide by all rules of the rally championship. To groups of this category is suitable a discount 50% of the donation or membership fee. The participants who use discount participate only in this Cup, and they must to mark it in the entry form.
3.4.4. The donations specified in Paragraph 3.4.1. or the entree fees specified in Paragraph 3.4.2 are applicable to crews accepted the Organizer's additional advertising (Annex No. 3).

3.4.5. Those crews who refuse to carry the Organizer’s additional advertising must pay doubled amount of the entry fee or the donation and notify about this choice in the entry form. Advertising are compulsory on the rally plate and starting numbers and refusal from this advertising is impossible.

3.5. Entry fee or donation will be refunded:

- in case the rally does not take place due to fault of the Organizer – 100%, 

- in case of the rally does not take place due to force majeure - 75%, 

- to applicants whose entry has not been accepted – 100%,

- if an participant cannot participate due to force majeure, confirmed by his parent ASN - 25%.

	4.INSURANCE


4.1. All competitive cars must hold valid A Green Card or an insurance of third party liability insurance. Participants must comply with the traffic laws of Republic of Latvia throughout the event. 

4.2. Third-person liability performed by Organizer.

4.3. Organizer refuses from any liability for damage that has been caused by participant due to an unfair action – either regarding rally regulations and these Supplementary regulations or State law. In case of a road traffic accident neither a service car, nor a reconnaissance car and an official’s car with rally’s markings are considered as crews of the competition. In these cases only a car owner third-person’s liability insurance policies are valid.

	5.ADVERTISING


5.1 Starting numbers, the rally plates and the Organizer’s advertising should be affixed on a competitive car according to the Appendix 3 of Supplementary regulations of the rally “Latvija 2012” before the scrutineering. 

A crew will be penalized with prohibition of starting in the rally if the regulation above mentioned would have violated. A crew not allowed changing form or size of the advertising materials without co-ordination with the Organizer. Any crew failing to comply may be subject to a penalty at the discretion of the Stewards with a maximum punishment - exclusion from the race.
An participant is allowed to place any advertising in accordance with the Latvian Rally Regulations.

	6.RECONNAISSANCE


6.1. Issue of the reconnaissance documents:

For participants of the rally and the rallysprint: 27.09. 10:00 to 14:00 and on 11.05 in the Rally Center in Jūrmala, the building of SIA ”Līvu Akvaparks”, Viestura street 24 and from 18:00 to 21:00 in the Rally centre – Kuldīga, Pilsētas square 2.
For participants of the rallysprint ROAD group: 29.09. 07:00 to 09:00 in the Rally Center in Jūrmala, the building of SIA ”Līvu Akvaparks”, Viestura street 24.
Along with the recee documents the Organizer issues labels for the recce cars and recce cards.

When receiving the recce documents, crews must inform the Organizer on details of the recce car, crew’s mobile phones and accommodation information.

Upon receipt of recee documents, crews must indicate a preferred placement of the team or the crew in a service park.

The reconnaissance may takes 2 times. The Fact judges or the special equipment will register the number of reconnaissances. 
The Organizer has rights to change number of reconnaissances, by informing the crews during receiving the recce documents.
6.3. Restrictions:
6.3.1. It is allowed to use reconnaissance cars complying with the Latvian Rally Regulations.

6.3.2. The recce cards must be presented to representatives of the Organizer or to Police after first request. The recce cards should be returned to a representative of the Organizer (in the Rally Centre) by 29.09., 11:00, also driver’s licenses of both drivers must be presented at this time. 

6.3.3. Crews are not allowed to drive in opposite direction of the rally on the SS.

6.3.4. During reconnaissance the speed limits set by Latvian road traffic regulations and the standards of Championship regulations must be applied: - 50 km/h in inhabited locations, narrow roads of SS`s, where can be endangered traffic safety, city or village areas; 30km/h in roads of SS`s, where is necessary to maximal reduce speed (houses, villages, territories in cities, dangerous objects); 80km/h outside inhabited locations, if the traffic signs or the Organizer’s instructions in the Road Book are not lower. Use of radar detector is forbidden in territory of Republic of Latvia. 

Crews must drive in a manner that does not endanger other traffic or cause inconvenience for people living near the stage roads. The Steward’s meeting may impose penalties up to exclusion from the competition in the rally for behavior classified as an unsportsmanbehavior (caused by road traffic accident, aggressive driving, etc.).
6.3.5. Any participant or crew, who have sent an entry form for participation in the rally “Latvija 2012” or will do it, and who have to use the roads, which are part of the prohibited area, before 28.09. must inform the Organizer and the Council of the Rally Commission and must receive a written permission.

6.3.6. During reconnaissance it is allowed to use tires with summer tread only, according to the Road traffic law. Tires like: “for rally use only”; “competition use only”; “for close circuits”; winter tread tires or M+S tires are not allowed to use in recce time. For any violations of this rule a crew may be penalized at the discretion of the Stewards up to with maximums penalty – exclusion from the race.

6.4. Reconnaissance control:
Road Police and the Organizer will control observance of these reconnaissance regulations. 

Unauthorized early reconnaissance (before 28.09.2012.) will be penalized by cash penalty in the amount of 500 LVL. 
For exceeding the limit of permitted reconnaissance a crew may be penalized at the discretion of the Stewards – up to refusal to start.

Penalties for infringements concerning to speed limits during the reconnaissance are complying with:
1st infringement: from 10 till 20km/h: cash penalty – 10 LVL for each km/h above speed limit;

1st infringement: from 20 till 40km/h: cash penalty – 15 LVL for each km/h above speed limit;

2nd infringement: from 10 till 40km/h: cash penalty – 15 LVL for each km/h above speed limit;

3rd infringement or 40km/h above speed limit: at the discretion of the Stewards.

Infringement up to 10 km/h – not penalized. A competitor should sign an actual radar measurement. The Organizer has right to send a report about infringement of the recce regulations to offender’s ASN. 

6.5. Package for competitors:

Following documents will be issued to the crews (together with the reconnaissance documents) by the Organizer: 

- start number set and the rally logo,

- the Organizer’s advertising and additional advertising stickers,

- label “Service” for the crew’s service car,

- the participant’s and the service personnel’s passes.
6.6. In SS where are intended to place speed retardants, during reconnaissance will be placed road cones, but while during the rally they will be replaced with tires.

7.1. A test stage is not organized.
	8. administrative checks


All rally crews must arrive to the pre-start administrative checks at the Rally centre on 27.09. from 10:00 to 14:00 or from 18:00 to 21:00; 28.09 from 8:00 to 11:00 Administrative checks will take place during the issue of the reconnaissance documents. From 25.09., 18:00 to 26.09., 18:00 the crews must apply a preferred time for the administrative checks by phone +371 371 29122228  according to the published Annex No. 9, according to their starting numbers.

All members of the rallysprint ROAD group from 29.09. from. 07:00 to 09:00 to arrive to pre-test the administrative center of the rally. Administrative check will be done in the issue of the reconnaissance documents.
8.1. Following documents must be presented at the administrative check by each participant:

- for foreign crews - license issued by ASN, 

- participant’s license and driver’s license, 

- driver license,

- a Green Card or a third party liability insurance,

- car registration documents.

A crew must inform the Organizer of the service cars, its mark and registration number.
	9. SCRUTINEERING AND MARKING


9.1. All crews or their representatives, with the race cars must arrive to the pre-rally scrutineering at 28.09. from 18:00 – 22:00 or at 29.09. from 07:00 – 10:00 in territory of tehnical inspection station in Jūrmala, Lielupes street 28a. according to schedule mentioned in the Appendix No. 9. an each participant during an administrative inspection may apply preferred time of the scrutineering. 

9.3. The starting numbers, the rally plates and the Organizer’s advertising should be affixed on a race car in certain places stated in these Regulations, before the scruteneering.

9.4. Marking of the gearboxes, differentials and engine’s blocs will be done during the scrutineering of the race cars.

9.5. Following documents must be presented during the scrutineering:

- technical and sport technical passport,

- for cars of groups A and N – homologation,

- a correctly filled and signed safety equipment form (see Appendix No 8).

- a proof of an annual technical inspection, it will not be able to receive it at the scrutineering of this competition.

	10. START OF THE RALLY


10.1 Publication of the start list:

For 1st Leg – 29.09., from 11:00 on the Official Notice Board in the Rally Center.

For 2nd Leg – 29.09., 23:30 on the Official Notice Board in the Rally Center.
For the participants of the ROAD class – 29.09 10.00 on the Official Notice Board in the Rally Center.
10.2. All penalties for pre-start violations must to be paid up to 29.09., 12:00 to the Organizer's representative at the Rally Center. Otherwise, it will be reported to the Stewards.

10.3. Opening or the rally – 29.09.,11:50 near to the building of SIA “Līvu Akvaparks”, Viestura street 24, Jūrmala. 
10.4. Starting interval for each crew is 1 minute. The time interval for each crew in super special stages SSS1 (SSS2), which is at the zipper principle, is 30 seconds.
	11. RUNNING OF THE RALLY


11.1. Crews receive time cards of the 1st Section at TC0,

Crews receive time cards of the 3rd Section at TC5B,

Crews receive time cards of the 2nd, 4th  and 5th section respectively at TC2A and TC6A (6B participants of superrally); TC 8C.,
After 1st Section grouping will take place to set new start times if there are retirements, but the starting order is not going to be changed.

After 2nd Section.regrouping will take place according to the Organizer decision, a correct crew’s pairs start list on SSS 6 will be announced on TC5B. Participants SSS6 will start in reverse order.
After 3rd Section regrouping will take place to set new start times according to results on SS2, SS3 and SS4.
After 4th Section grouping will take place to set new start times if there are retirements, but the starting order is not going to be changed.
11.2. Starting procedure of the SS, except SSS1 (SSS2); SSS6: 

· crew takes start position after invitation of the start marshal,

· when the start marshal has given the sign of proper start position – 40 cm before the controlled start line, the race car must not move to the start moment and the crew must independently follow the light signals of the electronic start table of the light displays are shown an astronomical time,

· 30 seconds before the start marshal gives a time card to co-driver,
· 25 seconds before the start remaining seconds before the start are displayed on the screen instead an astronomical time. 
· last 5 seconds of the last pre-start minute are indicated by 5 gradually lightening red light signals. Only after all 5 red light signals switching off, the road is free,

· if any crew crosses the controlled start line before the red signal lights are switched off, automatically recorded and the false start is indicated with 5 sec. retention,
· the final decision on the false start is made by the start marshal, who makes a corresponding mark in the start protocol.
11.2.1. Starting procedure of super special stages SSS1; SSS2:
In SSS1 (SSS2) will be installed separately startup devices, the participants in these stages will start at 30 second intervals.
· crew takes start position after invitation of the start marshal,

· when the start marshal has given the sign of proper start position – 40 cm before the controlled start line, the race car must not move to the start moment and the crew must independently follow the light signals of the electronic start table of the light displays are shown an astronomical time,

· 30 seconds before the start marshal gives a time card to co-driver,
· 25 seconds before the start remaining seconds before the start are displayed on the screen instead an astronomical time. 
· last 5 seconds of the last pre-start minute are indicated by 5 gradually lightening red light signals. Only after all 5 red light signals switching off, the road is free,

· if any crew crosses the controlled start line before the red signal lights are switched off, automatically recorded and the false start is indicated with 5 sec. retention,
· the final decision on the false start is made by the start marshal, who makes a corresponding mark in the start protocol.
11.2.2. In case if is it not possible to give a start with an electronic equipment, start will be given according to the Latvian Rally rules.

11.2.3. Starting procedure of the parallel stage SSS 6:
After TC6 the crews must be ready to start after the first call for the judges.

- when the start marshal has given the sign of the right start position - 40 cm before starting line, the car must not move to the start time and the Crew judges to follow the signals
- starting judge will lift the flag and it will mean the start-ready - crews must follow where the indicated by 5 gradually lightening red light signals. Only after all 5 red light signals switching off, the road is free 

- if the participant's car crosses an electronically controlled start line before starting the red signals switched automatically recorded and the false start is indicated with 5 sec. retention,

- the start judge does make a final decision regarding the false start and marks it in the start protocol;
- the start time of SSS 6 will be written in the crew’s time card on the Marshals point stop SSS 6.  

11.3. In TC6A is allowed early check in.

11.4. Identification of officials:

Competitor’s relations’ officer

red tabard (photos, phones and schedules of competitor
 relations officers can be found in Appendix No. 2); 

Chief Marshall at Control Point

orange tabard;

Track marshals



yellow tabard.

11.5. Accident procedure:

In a case of an accident where immediate medical intervention is required, the “red SOS” sign must be clearly shown by a crew’s member to the coming vehicles (complying with the Latvian rally regulations).

In case of an accident where immediate medical intervention is not required or if crew stops in SS for any other reason and does not continue the rally, the “OK” sign must be clearly shown by a crew’s member to the following three vehicles.

11.6. Retirement from rally:

If the crew retires from the rally, filled announcement and the time card must be given to the course-closing car (“green car”) equipped with green flashing light following the last race car. 

Penalty for not delivering time card or not showing the default reason is 50 LVL.

11.7. For each not completed SS in 1st LEG, the crew receive 5 minutes penalty plus to the best finish time of this SS from the particular group. If a crew retires during the passage after 1st LEG last SS – penalty is 5 minutes. 
In this case carrying the vehicle to the service park points accordant with the Latvian rally regulations are not valid. 
In all cases when participant will crash in 1st Leg but would like to start repeatedly in the 2nd Leg, they have to obtain the Chief Medical Officer’s and the Scrutineers permission.
The Competitor’s relations officer must receive this application to 29.09., 22:00.

The Clerck of the Course appoint the participant’s starting place in the 2nd Leg. 

Crews who have left the rally in 1st Leg and resumed participation in the 2nd Leg, according to LRC regulations, do not pass LRC standings.
11.8. According to the regulations of the Latvian Rally Championship and Cup 2012 in the rally “Latvija 2012” are allowed to use 10 tires for gravel stages. Tyres will be marked in the race track in places specified in the Road book. To ensure adequate tire marking procedures, crews are advised to ensure undisturbed access to spare wheel, the outer edges.
The participants of the rallysprint may use tires in accordance with the paragraph 4.3 of the Open Championship Rally Regulations LR 2012.
	12. SERVICE AREAS


12.1. Servicing, refueling and changing of tires are allowed only in places specified in the Road book within the service park in the territory of ATU. Violation of that will be reported to the stewards. 

12.2. Entry in the service park “Jūrmala “and “Kuldīga” is allowed only for rally cars and service cars with label “Serviss” issued by the Organizer and labeled on the windscreen of respective car (one service car is allowed for each car).

12.3. For each rally crew is ensured a service location 9m * 6m (54m2), excluding the Championship teams with service location 10m * 7m (70m2). Each rallysprint crew, except the ROAD group is provided with an area 8m * 5m (40m2). It is possible to order extra location by paying the service fee 3.00 LVL + VAT per 1m2. The Organiser has received this information on required additional location with the application to 21.09. Unauthorized being of participant’s transport in the service park can be penalized up to 50 LVL.

12.4. With a crew-related air vehicles (hereinafter referred to as the aircraft) located in one of the rally venue must be agreed with the Organizer of the rally until the application deadline, upon written notice to the Organizer, the application form is found in the "Rally Guide 2." For such authorization, the organizer is entitled to request an additional fee. An aircraft driver must comply with all current provisions of Latvian Republic, which is attributable to the aircrafts. In addition the Latvian Rally rules relating to service and team personnel actions during the race are applicable. During the race the aircraft to land without permission of the organizers of the agreed areas and prohibited land areas which are closer than 100m from any rally track judges' points.

12.5. At the time of refueling and in service area crews must use a car fluids tarpaulin carpet under the car. 

12.6. The Organizer intends to rinse the cars before entering to the service parks “A” and “B”.
	13. PRIZE GIVING


13.1. Prize giving takes on 30.09., 18:00 on “Rally Podium”, Kuldīga, Pilsētas square 2.
Prize giving of the ROAD group takes on 29.09., 22:15 on “Rally Podium”, Jūrmala, territory of Akvaparks.

13.2. The Organizer awards best three crews in each class (group) according chapters 13.3. and 13.4, if no less than six crews participated in the appropriate class (group).
The Organizer awards the best team in classification of the Latvian Rally Championship and the Junior group. 
The Organizer awards the best team in classification of the Latvian Rallysprint Championship.

The Organizer and sponsors have rights to give special awards.

13.6. Prize giving will take place before confirmation of the Official Classification. If a crew has got prize conversely decision of the Steward’s meeting, they must to return the prize to the Organizer. A prize-winner driver and co-driver must come to the prize giving ceremony obligatory. The crew loses right to receive prize, if they absents the prize giving ceremony.

	14. FINAL CHECK


After the finish of the rally cars appointed in TC11 must go to final Technical control accompanied by the Scrutineers. After the scrutineering, cars must be placed in the Parc Ferme.

	16. NEZ RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP


16.1. NEZ Rally Championship event "Latvija 2012" to takes place in accordance with the NEZ Rally Championship Regulations 2012, and is a competition between Latvian, Lithuanian, Estonian, Finnish, Swedish, Norwegian, Danish, Icelandic and Russian crews.
All foreign participants NEZ receive points automatically, but LAF participants need a special mark in the application. NEZ stage participants will be published along with the start list.
	17. PROTESTS


17.1. Submission of protest:

A participant has rights to protest decision of the marshals or regarding running, or results of the rally to competitor’s relation officer according procedures specified in the Championship Regulations Chapter 8. Protest must be accompanied with protest fee 100 LVL. 

If the protest requires dismantling and reassembly of differently parts of the car, the claimant must pay an additional deposit specified in Championship Regulations Chapter 8:

If a protest requires the dismantling and re-assembly of a clearly defined part of the car (engine, transmission, steering, braking system, electrical installation, bodywork, etc.): 1000 LVL.

The expenses incurred in the work and in the transport of the car shall be borne by the claimant if the protest is unfounded, or by the competitor against whom the protest is lodged, if it is justified.

If the protest is unfounded, and if the expenses incurred by the protest (scrutineering, transport, etc.) are higher than the amount of the deposit, the difference shall be borne by the claimant. Conversely, if the expenses are less, the difference shall be returned.

In the LR rallysprint championship:
A participant has rights to protest decision of the marshals or regarding running, or results of the rally to competitor’s relation officer. Protest must be accompanied with protest fee 50 LVL. 

If the protest requires parts of the car or vehicle removal, the claimant must Latvian Republic 2012 the Open Championship and Cup Rally Regulations 6. section in addition to the contributions.
16.2. Appeal fee set by Board of LAF for appeal at the National Court of Appeal – 700 LVL.
